Minutes

1. Matters arising from the last meeting

Paul Hinsley briefly covered the minutes of the meeting held on the 29th November 2016.  It was agreed to have two meetings per year from now on.  

2. ALEO Update by Paul Hinsley
- ALEO East members’ survey is online. 
- Energy Company Obligation – Home Energy Conservation Act 1995 return must be submitted by 31st March  


3. Presentation BEIS Update and future Direction by Stuart Chapman  - Discussion took place. It was stated that the future direction of BEIS is undecided. The following points were made:
-Interest free loans for the public sector under ERDF for capital energy improvements will last until 2019.
- EV charging points cannot be rapidly rolled out at the moment as sub stations cannot currently cope. Particularly in parts of the Eastern region as they are already at capacity. UK Power Networks say many substations have red status.  
- EPC information was not available to Local Authorities anymore.
- Awaiting clarification on ECO2
Stuart agreed to clarify the points raised and get back to us.


4. Project updates and regional update
· Epping Forest District Council – Developing Fuel poverty Strategy working with Energy Saving Trust to manage Fuel poverty.

· Norwich City Council – Smart meter rollout taking place. 3500 residents have switched energy provider through Norwich Switch and Save.  Cavity wall and loft insulation being installed with Community Action Norfolk.
· West Suffolk  Council – Works with Suffolk County Council. Still running Warm Homes Project. Working with local Business using a Trade Waste mailing list. Runs energy efficiency grant for business. District heat network for area around West Suffolk.  
· Babergh District Council – Working with housing Team to make more energy efficient. With Fuel Poverty Team re ECO2. With business re Solar Panels. With Community Team re Village halls. Consulting with planning.

· Brentwood Borough Council – Heather Ziervogel is the Environmental Health officer and is responsible for the HECA report. 
· Braintree District Council – Produced Winter Warmth booklet and temperature card. Looking at installing an electric car charger in council offices. Loft insulation via a mail out with Aran Services. Free handyman scheme for draught proofing etc. Looking at installing solar PV on housing stock. Already installed on 300 to 400 properties so far. Promoted Essex Community Switch. Looking to help local Business with switching energy as well. Mailout will be going out with Business Rates.   
· East Cambs - Nick Wyatt part split Energy and Waste services. Mainly signposts tp other agencies. District wide energy partnership. 
· Suffolk County Council – received joint DECC funding with West Suffolk. Completed HECA report for the County and all District councils. Considering a Suffolk Energy Strategy. Lead partner in ERDF fund with Norfolk County Council. 
· Scottish Power –Working on ECOT2 which goes live on 1st April. 70% of cash has to go to affordable warmth clients. (1st time gas central heating)
· Circle Housing Association – has 125,000 houses across the UK. Offers an Energy Advice Service for tenants. Worked on Trime EU behaviour change. 
· Essex County Council – 7000 residents signed up to the Essex Community Energy Switch in the last round. The next round will be in May and efforts will be made to get more financially disadvantaged people engaged.
