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1. Matters arising from the last meeting

Paul Hinsley briefly covered the minutes of the meeting held on the 13th April 2016.  No action points were agreed in previous meeting.  
2. Update by Paul Hinsley
- St Edmundsbury Borough Council won the ALEO East Regional award for their Park Home retrofit project at Shepherds Grove Park at Stanton in Suffolk. Runners up were Peterborough Energy Home visits by Green Energy Switch and Eleanor Carter of Norwich City Council for a Fuel Poverty Reduction Programme  
-  ALEO nationally has become more political, there will potentially be more funding for local authorities, updates will appear on the ALEO website

3. Presentation Smart Energy - the benefits, the rollout and how to engage the Public by Charles Malissard, Policy & Public Affairs Manager, smartenergyGB.org

Charles gave a presentation on the Smart Energy Meter rollout. The following points were made:
- 4.5 million smart meters have already been installed
- Eventually it will make switching tariffs and power companies easier
- the East of England has the highest level of knowledge, 35% have a good understanding
- 67% of those in the East of England are intending to get a Smart Meter
- A Smart Meter template/ text is available or Local Authority websites.

National UK stats are:
- 1 million people in the UK do not speak English
- 17% of homes are not on the Gas Grid
- 11 million people are over 65
- 30% of households are in Fuel Poverty
- Pre pay tariffs are up to 40% more expensive
- Grants to raise awareness of Smart Meters are available to Local Authorities, Charities etc.
- 80% of those who have installed a smart meter are using less energy 

4. The Renewable Heat presentation by the Energy Saving Trust was cancelled as James Russil was unable to attend on the day. The Energy Saving Trust suggested the presentation could be made available by webinar.

5. Project updates and regional update
· Epping Forest District Council – Liz Ainslie will be responsible for HECA recording next year.
· Norwich Council –Working with British Gas with a mailout targeting those in fuel poverty. Working with Clinical Commissioning Group. Businesses with Solar Panels have to pay more Business Rates which are being challenged. 10th Big Switch and Save.

· St Edmundsbury Borough Council – 250 Central heating systems are currently being installed by the end of February. Tender for 11 PV Systems on Business/Community buildings, District heat network using  DECC funding for Public Sector around BSE Home, 

· Aran Services – Cavity wall certificate is rising in price by £45 to £60.
· Scottish Power – installing 2000 Smart Meters per day. In the East of England G4S will be installing them 
· Essex County Council – Essex energy switch will be on the 6th December 2016
