Minutes
1. Matters arising from the last meeting

Paul Hinsley covered the minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd December 2015.  Key issues to take forward included sponsorship (covered on the agenda).  Paul gave a brief update on CAN National and the last Exec meeting.

2. Secretariat/sponsorship update

Paul gave an update on the sponsorship and secretariat.  Aran Services have kindly sponsored this meeting.  We are close to finalising the proceeding year’s sponsorship package.  Through the support of our sponsorships we hope to take the HECA network forward:

· Growing the membership

· Improving the meeting programme

· Improving the network especially sharing of information and improving the knowledge transfer between members.
Action : confirm outcome with members.
3. Ventive presentation on ventilation

Steve Bacon gave a presentation covering the issue of the Cinderella of building energy efficiency.  Poor ventilation can lead to poor indoor air conditions particularly within the winter months. Air tightness is becoming higher but can create air quality problems.
Steve explained the causes and potential solutions.  He ran through the passive ventilation approach which can now incorporate heat exchange. Through this technique air changes of around 1-2 per hour can be achieved. Such systems do not have any moving parts or filters removing the need for regular maintenance.
Q&A:

The system can do flats up to 3-4 storeys.

The systems can be installed without chimneys.

No filters needed because a) there are no motors to protect and b) the heat exchange blades are so wide.
Cost – average house would probably need 2-4 systems with each system cost around £500 per system where the fire place could be used

Any problems with party chimneys if the other party is using the other fuel for heating?  For a normal fire then an extended stack could be used but probably not be allowed.  An alternative system would be used.

7-8 litres per second air change achieved.
