	Northampton BC:
· The information stand at this years Northampton Balloon festival had been very popular & they actually ran out of light bulbs to give away. 

· The Authority had been piloting the use of more robust marketing techniques to promote the grants & discounts available in the Borough. Although there had initially been doubts about using this type of marketing it has proved very successful and referral numbers have increased significantly.

	Daventry DC:
· Received positive feedback from the 2003 HECA report.

· Completed this year’s report which shows a 2.66% improvement.

· Chillout insulation scheme (loft & cavity fill for private sector households) completed 6300 in Northamptonshire. Full costs of the works £2.4 million. Completed £1.1 million grants from fuel company.
· Daventry completed 1724 Houses

· Full Cost £652,100.00, Grants £292,400.00

· Daventry DC has re-introduced 50% grants for the over 60’s.

· Boiler Magic – over 2000 Boilers installed across the county with 530 in Daventry.

· Now offering £75 cash back to installers between September & December

· Radio advertising campaign for the month of September.

· Solar plan – 59 Solar Hot Water systems 9PV installed.

	· Notts/Derbyshire EEAC
Very busy promoting and managing Magic boiler scheme which now operates over a large area of the East Midlands.

Continuing to promote and provide advice on energy efficiency across the area.

Working as part of the Notts/Derbyshire Partnership.

	· Northampton BC 
Boiler Magic scheme going reasonably well with approximately 500 condensing boilers installed under the scheme in Northampton to date. The scheme is being promoted in two health related guides for households in Northampton. We are becoming aware that the A1 scheme may be cheaper.
Hot Property 3 – This is the landlord’s energy efficiency grant scheme launched in July 2002. To the begining of March 2004 £50,000 worth of works have been carried out by landlords. The council contributed around £20,000 over the 2 years, landlords themselves around £18,000 and London Energy have provided £12,000. London energy have confirmed that funding under EEC is available until Dec 04. We are also in he middle of a feasibility study report to look at linking the scheme with the proposed student accreditation scheme in Northampton.
Chillout /Energy Sense – both of these schemes offer discounts/grants on energy efficiency measures (primarily insulation). 

Free Home Energy Surveys –The survey provides an energy rating and specific cost benefit advice for the property. Home maintenance advice is provided and grant eligibility is also checked. 

Solar Plan update – There will be further promotions of this scheme throughout the summer. D Malone had figures for installations.
School Solar Car Challenge – 29 schools are due to take part in he second event on second of July 2004 at Rockingham Raceway. Again we are grateful for sponsorship from the Environment Agency and British Gas.
Balloon Festival 2004 – A plot has been booked tin the Premium part of the site for this festival. The dates are 20th to 22nd August 2004.
Heatstreets – We are planning a pilot scheme with Powergen and its partners in a part of the town in late summer.

The scheme is progressing will, and we are now advertising on Northants 96.6 as well as continuing telemarketing with Stella UK. We have attracted over £1 million of EEC funding for Northamptonshire residents. 

At present we are promoting a Countrywide Home Energy Makeover competition where the 1st prize winner will get a £5k worth of energy improvements to their homes including Solar Thermal panels, a condensing boiler, loft and CWI and  ‘A’ rated appliances.
Solar plan

We have now installed 50 Solar thermal panels and 8 PV systems to date. We are now advertising on Northants Gold FM. The scheme ahs been extended for another 6 months.

Daventry District Council are selling land for development and a clause has been written in to the planning brief where each plot of land sold has to have 10% solar Thermal ans 1 PV system installed.
Boiler Magic – Country wide 2000+ boilers have been installed with 522 installed in the Daventry area.

An installer evening was held at Northampton Town Football Club where the installers were informed of new cash backs, now paying cash backs of £50 to installers for each boiler installed plus a further £100 for each 5 fitted.

We have contacted every CORGI registed installer in Northamptonshire and now have 33% of all installers registered with Boiler Magic.

Solar Car Challenge – This years solar Car Challenge where schools from across the county build and race model solar cars is to be held at Rockingham Race Track on 02/07/04.

Village Days- We are continuing to hold Village Energy Days and working with local communities. These energy days attract over 25% of each villages population.
Dash – Dash is a partnership project between a range of organizations in Daventry involved in community safety, the aim is to improve the safety and wellbeing of older people. The partners include the police, the fire Service, the NHS, Care & Repair, Age Concern and DDC who are promoting affordable warmth. The project is to be launched on the 6/7/04 and will provide training to home visitors as well as a single referral form.

HECA Report – We are currently in het process of compiling this years’ HECA Report, but have not received any feed back from last years report.
