3. Legislation – CESP – Steve Ives (DECC)
Steve provided an over view of the CESP programme with an indication that most schemes will probably begin in early 2010. Parliamentary approval was granted in July 2009. He described briefly the innovative scoring mechanism which should motivate greater penetration in areas (more than 25%). The more properties hit, the greater the bonus. 
Steve mentioned that it is up to the LA and the generators to negotiate and develop their projects. Las will need top provide their generator with a letter of support which the generator will submit to OFGEM.

At present OFGEN is in the process of deciding the obligations for individual companies. The decisions should be reached by 28 September.

The following points emerged during Q&A:

· Scheme applies to owner occupiers and social housing

· DECC has a system for costing measures
· EST and Association of Electricity Providers are taking enquiries relating to CESP
· Programme does not include rural areas

· Concerns raised about planning issues for insulating properties in conservation areas and noise from air source heat pumps. 

· Energy providers are looking for some sort.
