2. Chair’s Update

Update 4th March on DECC Green Deal Communities Funding
Six schemes have been supported so far including Ashfield DC in the East Midlands. Karen congratulated Ashfield on securing this funding.
The six schemes together represent a total of £19.5m and aim to deliver over 5,500 Green Deal Plans, to over 7,000 households.

3. Treasurer’s Report
Darsh advised that an annual sponsorship deal for the region is still proving illusive but that a number of contacts are being pursued, either to provide annual or single meeting sponsorship.  In the interim, Flourish Partnership has agreed to provide the secretariat services free of charge. There is still about £2,300 of the Snug Network sponsorship funding remaining, although there are some Can Executive travel expenses to cover from this.

7. Regional updates
Leicester CC – The switching scheme has been launched using the Big Community Switch model – waiting to see what the take-up will be.  Horizon 2020 is a new EU programme which might provide funding for future energy efficiency projects.
Hinckley & Bosworth BC – awaiting results of bid to DECC Green Deal Communities Scheme.

Mark Group – confident that ECO will still work.

British Gas – just completing EWI scheme with South Northants Homes.  Piloting a switching scheme with Northants CC.

Global Action Plan – have been providing energy advice to residents of Housing Associations

Derby CC – Launched the Ready to Switch scheme.  2,500 registered in the first round with 200 actually switching.  400 registered in the second round with only 14 switching.  Might not run a third round.  Have bid in to DECC scheme but still waiting to hear.  Have worked with Severn Trent to install some wind turbines at their sites.
Newark & Sherwood – are part of the Notts/Derby LAEP bid to DECC.  Have completed an EWI scheme for private and social housing.

North Kesteven DC – waiting to hear from DECC about bid.  Working with community groups to promote switching.  Worked with HELP on switching scheme through the LGA and iChoosr.  Good rates of registration: about 3,600 across Lincs.  Karen Lond will provide further details.
