	1.   Regional Update

	1.1 HECA guidance was issued today. At first glance, not much has changed from the previous guidance. Reporting is still every two years, the form is still non-prescriptive – it is up to boroughs how they fill it in. If a borough does not submit a report, DECC will write to the Chief Executive.
	

	1.2 RE:NEW 2 – All delivery agents have now been appointed and meetings with boroughs are taking place throughout July.
	

	1.3 There is concern amongst boroughs about the increased carbon targets. Few boroughs have any feedback on turnover rates for RE:NEW 1 (Islington has no data from Climate Energy, Newham’s conversion rates were low as a percentage of referrals). General feeling that RE:NEW 2 has been developed far too quickly without proper evaluation of RE:NEW.
	

	1.4 Newham fed back these concerns to the GLA but was the only borough to do so. Others stated that it wasn’t possible to respond in the timeframe for providing feedback – just one or two days.
	

	1.5 Hillingdon had expressed concern to the GLA that there was no formal contract for the boroughs’ role in RE:NEW 2 – in response the GLA provided a Memorandum of Understanding for Hillingdon to use.
