3. WM HECA Forum Annual Budget

Additional funding has been received as sponsorship and we are grateful to London Electricity, npower and Scottish Power for their generous support.
A summary has been prepared by the Secretariat and forwarded to EST as required.  Budget for the year to 31/3/2003 show a small deficit of £212.34 that will be bourn by the EEAC.  The budget has been accepted.
